Ashbourne has informed me that:

1. Ashbourne is not a boarding school and is not licensed to provide accommodation for its students. Just as we expect parents/guardians to make applications directly to the college, so equally parents and guardians should expect to apply to boarding establishments, whether homestay, hostel or other, independently. Although the college is happy to provide a list of suppliers, some of which have been used by our students in the past, it may not involve itself directly with arranging or providing accommodation. Parents and guardians are fully responsible for organizing accommodation.

2. Should my child change accommodation during their studies at Ashbourne, we will notify Ashbourne in writing immediately, using the following email address – admin@ashbournecollege.co.uk
3. I understand that if my child is under the age of 16 they must live with either (1) their parent/legal guardian, or (2) a close relative or (3) a private foster carer. According to UK legislation, a close relative is either a: grandparent, brother/sister, uncle/aunt, whether by full blood/half blood or by marriage. The child may also stay with a private foster carer, i.e. one who has been authorized by the local government of the area where the accommodation is located. 

When a parent or legal guardian is not a UK or EU citizen, they must have valid leave to remain, whether definite or indefinite, and the student must be a dependent on the parent/legal guardian’s visa.

Both close relatives and private foster carers must be settled in the UK. According to UK legislation, settled status belongs to those who hold either (1) British or EU citizenship or (2) have been granted indefinite leave to remain by the UK government. Settled status must be verified with a notarised copy of either (1) the close relative or private foster carer’s current British or EU passport, or (2) the close relative or private foster carer’s certificate of naturalization/registration as a British citizen, or (3) the close relative or private foster carer’s current passport or travel document endorsed to show that the holder has Indefinite Leave to Remain in the UK
